CLASS ACTION

The Actions, having been consolidated for settlement purposes and settled pursuant to the
First Amended Settlement Agreement (ECF No. 240-1, the “Agreement”), and the Court having
entered the Final Approval Order, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED
that:

1. Unless otherwise defined, all capitalized terms in this Judgment shall have the same
meaning as they do in the Agreement.

2. Judgment is hereby entered with respect to the Class Released Claims of all Class
Releasors, in accordance with Rule 58(a) of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

3. The Class Released Claims by the Class Releasors against the Class Releasees are
hereby dismissed on the merits and with prejudice. A separate order addressing fees and costs shall
issue. This dismissal does not impact the claims of the named plaintiffs in the consolidated action
who are neither Class Representatives nor Class Members, specifically, Brett Jacob, Charles
Johnson and Gerald Forsburg.

4, The Class Releasors are, from this day forward, hereby permanently barred from
filing, commencing, prosecuting, intervening in, or participating in (as class members or

otherwise) any action in any jurisdiction as to the Class Released Claims.
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5. Without affecting the finality of this Judgment, the Court retains jurisdiction over
the Actions, the construction, interpretation, consummation, implementation, and enforcement of
the Agreement and the Releases contained in the Agreement, including jurisdiction to enter such
further orders as may be necessary or appropriate to administer and implement the term of the
Agreement.

6. A copy of this final Judgment shall be promptly posted on the Settlement Website.
